The Duplicate (EFFLUENT-DAY-1-METALSMSD) analysis met criteria for all compounds except for Silver due to sample matrix high unknown interferences during digestion with chemicals.
The Matrix Spike (EFFLUENT-DAY-1-METALSMS) analysis met criteria for all compounds except for Silver and Zinc due to sample matrix high unknown interferences during digestion with chemicals.
The Matrix Spike Duplicate (EFFLUENT-DAY-1-METALSMSD) analysis met criteria for all compounds except for Copper and Zinc due to sample matrix high unknown interferences during digestion with chemicals.
The Blank analysis did not indicate the presence of lab contamination.
The Calibration met the requirements.      

The Serial Dilution met the acceptable requirements.

The Post Digest Spike (EFFLUENT-DAY-1-METALSA) analysis met criteria for all compounds except for Silver and Zinc due to unknown chemical interference of matrix with the addition of spike amount after digestion and before analysis; matrix has suppression effect during addition of spike.
